Committee Meeting Minutes

Saturday, 01 June 2002 Meeting

Mr. Billy Dillon called the meeting to order at 8:10 a.m. on Saturday, 01 June 2002.  Tim Kim’s Eagle project is being done today, Saturday, 01-June-2002 and on Wednesday, 05-June-2002 and Thursday, 06-June-2002, weather permitting.

Webmaster Report

Mr. Wilt has loaded the new software on his computer.  It appears that it could be very helpful to leaders.

Scoutmaster Report

Mr. Wilt said the date for next leadership elections will be set prior to 24-August-2002 so the newly elected leadership group can attend the Planning Conference.  (See Senior Patrol Leader Report, below, for further information.)  Scout participation report was given to the SPL.  Some scouts are in danger of losing their leadership positions due to lack of participation on camp outs.  If the scout has a valid excused absence from the camp out, please have a written note provided to Mrs. Kressmann so she can mark it as an excused absence and it won’t be counted against the scout.

There are a number of scouts that are close to their Eagle status.  We need to follow up with those scouts to see what we can do to help them advance and get their Eagle rank.  Many need the Communications merit badge.

On Tuesday, 11-June-2002, CPR training will be conducted during the troop meeting at the Sandy Lake Road Baptist Church.  This training is required for Sea Base, First Aid merit badge, Swimming merit badge and other activities.  Please plan to attend if at all possible.

Senior Patrol Leader Report

Mr. Lang stated that the Planning Conference is scheduled for 24-August-2002.  This is the Saturday before school starts in Coppell.  A Patrol Leader meeting is scheduled to be held immediately following this Committee Meeting.  At that meeting, the date for the next leadership nominations was set for Tuesday, 30-July-2002.  The elections for the next leadership group was set for Tuesday, 06-August-2002.  The leadership should be set and ready to attend the Planning Conference meeting scheduled for 24-August-2002.
Outdoor Activities Report

Camp Pioneer web site provides information for those desiring to stay overnight on Friday evening.  Sign up sheet for driving (4 hour drive each way) to and from Camp Pioneer was circulated at the Committee Meeting and will be circulated at the Parent’s Meeting.  Matt Bohn will bring digital camera to meeting on Tuesday, 04 June 2002, to get current photos of scouts that can be attached to their physical form.  Mrs. Schreibfeder will provide list of names of scouts that are scheduled to attend summer camp.

Hidden Cove camp out scheduled for 08 June 2002.  Five waterfront campsites are on the South Tent Space.  Maximum of eight (8) people on each campsite.  The Troop has paid the $45.00 for the five sites.  First ten tents on the five sites are covered for cost.  The additional cost for each tent above 10 tents is $10 per additional tent.  There is a cost of $5.00 per vehicle to enter the park.  We should be at the church by 7:30 a.m. on Saturday, 08-June-2002.  Mr. Wilt and Mr. Dillon are Safety Afloat and Safe Swim trained and their certification is current.  Mr. Green is CPR trained and Mrs. Schreibfeder will confirm whether he will be attending the camp out.

Equipment Report

We have an issue with poles for tents.  Mr. Langworthy is trying to resolve (repair and/or replace) the poles.  There was “intentional” damage done to a tent on the last camp out.  We need to communicate with the parents that intentionally inflicted damage must be covered by the scout or the parents of the scout.

There is a general rule that we want to camp as a troop in patrols.  Troop tents are to be used for all campouts with the exception of the back pack (hiking) camp out conducted once per year.

Mr. Applegate and Mr. Shyne will have the rusted area on the green trailer repaired.

Transportation & Phone Chairperson Report

Mr. Rabbit circulated sign up sheets for Hidden Cove campout (next weekend, 08 June 2002 departure) and for Camp Pioneer (summer camp in July, 2002).

Treasurer’s Report

Mr. Dillon presented the Treasurer’s Report provided by Mr. Piper last night.  We have spent a bit more than we anticipated.  We are still reconciling scout summer camp funds and Sea Base funds.  Account balances are a little lower than anticipated but still within the reasonable range.

Mr. Langworthy will be getting with Mr. Piper within the next few weeks and will be taking over the full responsibility for the Treasurer’s position.

Membership

Mr. Nawoj has reminded adults that to teach merit badges, we need to have our adults re-certified.  Please see Mrs. Lacey for the necessary paperwork.  There is no cost to the adult to apply.

Mr. Bloss provided an update.  Mrs. Lacey has provided forms for new scouts to join the troop.  No report on new scouts.  Mr. Wilt and Mr. Bloss said they would work on a plan in the fall to provide some recruitment activities with the Packs in Coppell.  Mr. Bloss will see if he can develop the outline of a plan in time for the Planning Conference (scheduled to be held on 24-August-2002).
